Portfolio Parts 1 & 3 due Tuesday, May 13th 

Your portfolio must contain all 3 items: 

1. (25 pts) A visual representation of “The Jazz Age” in New York in the 1920s with a placard (note card) to display on the wall next to your art explaining your visual.  This can be drawn, painted, graphically designed, a collage…but it cannot be a picture you printed off the internet and turned in without any adaptation.  It will be larger than 8”x11”, but no larger than a poster board.

2. (30 pts) In-class timed writing on The Great Gatsby using vocab words from units 7-9.

3. (15 pts)  We will be watching the 2013 film version of The Great Gatsby. This will take place over two days. Attendance for these viewings is mandatory. If you are absent then you must make up the viewing on your own time to complete this assignment successfully. 

While viewing the film, you will complete a thorough chart analysis comparing specific elements of the book to the film interpretation. Additional instructions will be given at a later date. This assignment will be turned in on May 13th and added to your portfolio.
